Setup Instructions

Note: These instructions use the Internet Connection Wizard, to setup the internet, on your computer. If these Instructions do not work for you, get a copy of the Manual setup instructions.

Internet Setup

1) First Click the Start button, click on Settings, and click on Network and Dial-up Connections (If a sub menu comes up when you click on Network and Dial-up Connections, then click on the line that reads Make New Connection, then skip to step 3).
2) When the Network and Dial-up Connections Screen Comes up, Double Click Make New Connection.

3) When the Network Connection Wizard Screen comes up, Click Next.

4) On the Network Connection Type Screen, Click a dot in the circle to the left of Dial-up to the Internet, and then click the Next button.

5) When the Internet Connection Wizard Screen comes up, click a dot in the circle to the left of I want to setup my Internet connection manually, then click Next.

6) On the Setting up your Internet connection screen, click a dot  in the circle to the left of I connect through  a phone line and a modem, then click Next.

7) On the Step 1 of 3 Screen, In the Area code field type 910, in the Telephone number field type in the access phone number that is local for you, on the Weblnk Settings sheet Provided when you signed up for internet. Make sure the checkbox next to Use area code and dialing rules is Unchecked. Click the Advanced Button.

8) On the Advanced Connection Properties Screen, Click on the Addresses Screen. Under the IP address section make sure the dot is on the line that reads, Internet service provider automatically provides one. Under the DNS Server address Section, Make sure the dot is next to the line that reads, Obtain DNS server address automatically. Then click the OK button.

9) You should now be back on the Step 1 of 3 Screen, click Next.

10) On the Step 2 of 3 Screen, In the Field marked User name, type in your full email address  that was provided on your Weblnk settings sheet. In the field marked Password, type in the Password that was provided on your Weblnk settings sheet. Then click the Next button

11) On the Step 3 of 3 Screen, in the field marked Connection name, you will most likely have something there already, if so erase it out and type in Weblnk.net, then click Next.

12) On the Setup Your Internet Mail Account Screen, Put the dot in the circle for Yes and then click Next.

13) On the Your Name Screen, In the Display name field type in your name as in the provided example on screen. Then click Next.

14) On the Internet E-mail Address Screen, In the field that reads E-mail address type in the email address that was provided on your settings sheet (all lowercase no spaces). Then click Next.
15) On the E-mail Server Names Screen, on the line that reads My incoming mail server is a POP3 server. If its does not say POP3 then Change it to POP3. On the fields labeled Incoming mail type in pop.gmail.com and for Outgoing mail, type in smtp.gmail.com (all lowercase no spaces)Then click  Next.

16) On the Internet Mail Logon Screen, In the field that reads Account name type in your full email address (all lowercase no spaces)as listed on your settings sheet. In the Password field type in the password (all lowercase no spaces)as listed on your settings sheet. Make sure the checkbox to the left of Remember password is checked. Make sure the checkbox to the left of Log on using Secure Password Authentication (SPA) is not checked. Then click Next.

17) On the Completing the Internet Connection Wizard Screen, the final checkbox here, make you own decision here as to whether to leave it checked or not. When Finished click the Finish button.   If you left the box checked it will bring up Internet explorer and the connection box for you to go straight onto the Internet. 

Now You should be finished with the Internet Setup. To connect to the Internet and Browse the Web. On your desktop, double click on the Internet Explorer Icon, Type in your address that you want to go to and Go on from there. To Check your Email, From your desktop double click on the Outlook Express icon. The program should come up. Connect you to the internet and start to send and receive mail. If it does not click on the Send/Receive button.
