Windows 95a
1) Turn computer ON

2) Go to the START button at lower left part of screen

3) Go to PROGRAMS/Accessories/Internet Tools

4) Select the Internet Explorer or Connection Wizard

Setup Options:
5) Select MANUAL, NEXT, and NEXT again.
6) Select CONNECT USING PHONE LINE, then NEXT.
Internet Mail: Select YES, NEXT, NEXT.
7) Under Name of Service Provider type: Weblnk.Net, then NEXT
8) Under Area Code and Phone #, refer to your Internet Ref. Sheet, (Whiteville, Lumberton, or Elizabeth Town), then NEXT.
User Name and Password: refer to your Internet Ref. Sheet.(*NOTE* use lower caps only when entering information, and when entering your username use your full email address), select NEXT.

IP ADDRESS: Select MY INTERNET PROVIDER AUTOMATICALLY ASSIGNS ME ONE. Select NEXT.

DNS Server: refer to your Internet Ref. Sheet.

Check the box that says, Internet Mail, then type in your email address and internet mail server (refer to Internet Ref. Sheet) Select Next.

Select Internet Mail or Microsoft Exchange setting, Select NEXT, then FINISH.

Go to the Control Panel, Select Internet or Internet Options (some versions do not have this option), Open the Navigation Section, and enter this URL in the address box:

http://www.weblnk.net

If you don't have the Navigation section, open the Internet Explorer. Select VIEW/OPTIONS/NAVIGATION and follow the instructions as before.

To ACCESS the Internet
To Access the Internet, double click the Internet Connection icon on your desktop. (*NOTE*: If you do not have one on your desktop, proceed to the next section)

Go to the My Computer icon on your desktop. Select Dial-up Networking, Use your right mouse button to select the internet icon. Go to Create Shortcut. Select YES.

You now have an ICON for your Internet on your desktop.

To ACCESS the Internet, double click the Internet Connect icon on your desktop.

Open Internet Explorer after you have established your connection, go to:

http://www.microsoft.com/ie

to download the most recent version of Internet ExplorerX.  Note** You must do this now with the new chages we have made to our mail system. Internet mail will not download the mail. You need Outlook Express which is part of the Internet Explorer Download.
